FIRST LESSON, Jeremiah 28:5-9 (ESV) Reader: Kate Richmond

>Then the prophet Jeremiah spoke to Hananiah the prophet in the presence of the
priests and all the people who were standing in the house of the Lorp, ®and the
prophet Jeremiah said, “Amen! May the LorD do so; may the Lorp make the words that
you have prophesied come true, and bring back to this place from Babylon the vessels
of the house of the Lorp, and all the exiles. " Yet hear now this word that | speak in
your hearing and in the hearing of all the people. ®The prophets who preceded you
