WORSHIP TODAY 

 
FIRST LESSON, Acts 1:1-5 (ESV)                                Reader: needed 
, 
1 In the first book, O Theophilus, I have dealt with all that Jesus began to do and 
teach, 2 until the day when he was taken up, after he had given 
commands through the Holy Spirit to the apostles whom he had chosen. 3 He 
presented himself alive to them after his suffering by many proofs, appearing to 
them during forty days and speaking about the kingdom of God. 
 



 

 
4 And while staying with them he ordered them not to depart from Jerusalem, but to 
wait for the promise of the Father, which, he said, “you heard from me; 5 for John 
baptized with water, but you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days 
from now.” 
 
SECOND LESSON, Luke 1:1-4 (ESV) 
 
1 Inasmuch as many have undertaken to compile a narrative of the things that have 
been accomplished among us, 2 just as those who from the beginning 
were eyewitnesses and ministers of the word have delivered them to us, 3 it seemed 
good to me also, having followed all things closely for some time past, to write an 
orderly account for you, most excellent Theophilus, 4 that you may have certainty 
concerning the things you have been taught.  
 
GOSPEL LESSON, Mark 1:1-8 (ESV) 
 
1 The beginning of the gospel of Jesus Christ, the Son of God. 2 As it is written in 
Isaiah the prophet, “Behold, I send my messenger before your face, who will prepare 
your way, 3 the voice of one crying in the wilderness: ‘Prepare the way of the 
Lord, make his paths straight,’” 
 
4 John appeared, baptizing in the wilderness and proclaiming a baptism 
of repentance for the forgiveness of sins. 5 And all the country of Judea and all 
Jerusalem were going out to him and were being baptized by him in the river 
Jordan, confessing their sins. 6 Now John was clothed with camel's hair and wore a 
leather belt around his waist and ate locusts and wild honey. 7 And he preached, 
saying, “After me comes he who is mightier than I, the strap of whose sandals I am 
not worthy to stoop down and untie. 8 I have baptized you with water, but he will 
baptize you with the Holy Spirit.”
